What is Wixie?

Wixie is a cloudbased tool students can use to writecord their voicepaint pictures, andell stories. Wixie provides an
engagingvay for students to explore and respd to curriculum topics related to the Common Core Standards.

Students can add text to a Wixie page to practice their writing, draw ideas from their imagination using the paint toads, rec
narration for stories, and more. Student work is online and lbarshared immediately through a URL as well as printed as
booklets, comics, and more.

1. Log in to your teacher account.
2. Click the Ativities tab.
